Excerpts from Pope Francis’ World Day of Peace Message 

 
“At the beginning of this New Year, which we welcome as God’s gracious gift to all humanity, I offer heartfelt 

wishes of peace to every man and woman, to all the world’s peoples and nations, to heads of state and 

government, and to religious leaders. In doing so, I pray for an end to wars, conflicts and the great suffering 

caused by human agency, by epidemics past and present, and by the devastation wrought by natural disasters. 

I pray especially that, on the basis of our common calling to cooperate with God and all people of good will 

for the advancement of harmony and peace in the world, we may resist the temptation to act in a manner 

unworthy of our humanity.”

“We know that God will ask each of us: What did you do for your brother? (cf. Gen 4:9-10). The globalization 

of indifference, which today burdens the lives of so many of our brothers and sisters, requires all of us to forge 

a new worldwide solidarity and fraternity capable of giving them new hope and helping them to advance with 

courage amid the problems of our time and the new horizons which they disclose and which God places in our 

hands.”
